Pope Demetrius

A simple vinedresser
Little learning
Devised “The Epact”
Severe persecutions
Was exiled

Appointed Origen as Dean of School of
Alexandria

Was Pope for 32 years and 7months.




Origen

Appointed as dean of School by Pope Demetrius
Opened school to men, women and children.

In his zeal for the faith, he made two critical mistakes.
Wrote the “Octapla”

Was pardoned by later Popes

Established a School in Palestine




Dionysius

« Was a star worshiper

e Later becomes a teacher of the School,
then Dean and eventually the 14 Pope.

« Was among the first to do a deep study of
heretical religions.



St. Anthony

* Born in 250AD
 He set the Monastic Rules.




St. Athanasius

* Bornin 293AD

 Becomes one of the greatest defenders of
the Christian faith

 Later confronts Arius and establishes the
beginnings of the Creed.




The Council of Nicea

325 AD
Called by the Emperor Constantine
Arian Doctrine

Date of Easter

Re-baptism

Celibacy of Clergy

Adopted Nicean Creed




The Council of Constantinople

381 AD
Revised Nicean Creed

Stressed the Holy Spirit as proceeding
from the Father.

Controversy over central seat of Patriarchy
begins.
